Information Power: Outlining for Understanding
Information Power is the nationally recognized template for library standards. Some chapters are easily outlined because they deal with a set number of specific standards that can be easily identified.  Three of the chapters deal with philosophies and visions and are thus a bit harder to outline.  

The interns will be broken into three teams.  Each team will be asked to create a study guide for one of the three chapters described above.  Remember, you are trying to create a document that summarizes the chapter in a way that will help your classmates focus on the important points that the book is trying to make.  Using a narrative outline form, identify each section of the chapter and briefly ( in 2-5 sentences) describe concepts and statements that will help identify the pertinent information contained in the chapter.  You may divide the chapter in any way that you and your partner choose, but you must produce a 1- 2 page typed narrative outline that we will reproduce and distribute to your fellow interns.   These chapters will be added to the outline that you were given tonight to form a study guide for the book.
