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LESSON PLAN:  Distinguishing Between Fiction and 

                                                         Non-Fiction
Objective:  The student will be able to explain the difference between fiction and non-fiction books.

Materials:

· Little Grunt and the Big Egg by T. DePaolo
· Dinosaur Time by J. Parish.
Procedure/Instruction:

· Introduce the DePaolo book and read it aloud to the students.

· Explain that the book is made up from the author’s imagination.  Point out why it is not “real.”

· Introduce the Parish book and explain the reason it is called non-fiction.  

· Read the second book aloud.

Closure/Evaluation:   Show the students a variety of fiction and non-fiction E books and have them indicate the category to which each belongs.
Comments:  A GEM workshop titled “Defenseless Animals” may be used with this lesson.  Show the students a construction paper “defenseless animal.”  Discuss ways such an animal (or dinosaur) could protect itself – claws, sharp teeth, plates, spikes, horns, etc.  Tell them that they will be making a “terrible lizard” using the “defenseless animal” and triangles of various sizes.  This activity may be done the next week or in art. (Review what triangles are and provide construction paper ones that may be cut up even more.)
