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A Million Dollar Trip 

by Atlas
Objective:  The student will be able to use the atlas and its index to locate names of places around the world.

Materials:

· “Million Dollar Trip” work sheet

· atlases


· pencils

Procedure/Instruction:

· Instructions for Teachers:  Explain to the students that they must use the index to their atlas to locate each key word or clue to the answer they must find.  

· Instructions for Students:  Can you imagine winning a million dollars in the lottery plus a trip around the world?


· With a partner and an atlas to help you, we have a sheet to help you imagine that possibility.

· We have talked about the atlas and you have had a chance to use it briefly. 


· With your partner and the atlas you are sharing, complete the “Million Dollar Trip” work sheet.

Closure/Evaluation:   Students will tell how they can use the atlas.

Comments:  If necessary, review latitude, longitude, and coordinates.
