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              Bluebonnet/Poetry Book 

Objective:  The student will be able to read, listen to, and understand the literary form: poetry. 



Students will locate the poetry section (811) in the library.  Students will explore works from the


Bluebonnet List (an award list).  Student will identify and understand literary terms such as author, illustrator, nonfiction, poetry.  Student will recognize different formats poetry can have.

Materials:

· Book:  Toasting Marshmallows: Camping Poems.
· Poems from the book typed or reproduced on individual pages, laminated.

· Samples of poetry books

· Sample spine label cards for books used as samples.

· Sample Bluebonnet books (preferably poetry)

· Sleeping bag, camping supplies (lantern, stove, dishes, etc.)  

Procedure/Instruction:

· Remind students of FIC, Nonfiction areas/call numbers, and that poetry is a type of nonfiction

· Show location of poetry books (811 nonfiction Dewey number)

· Show poetry spine label cards (EX. 811 LIN), have students state what it stands for 

· Read/discuss book, including author and illustrator:  ask questions such as:  who has been camping?, do the poems state what camping is like?, what is the mood?, etc.

· Discuss poetry format: are there rhyming patterns, different forms, colorful language, etc.

Closure/Evaluation:   Students will be able to locate the poetry section in the library, 

recognize what the number on the spine label stands for, recognize the significance of the Bluebonnet List, recognize the author and illustrator of the book, and be able to identify various 

formats used in the book..  
Comments:  This lesson is adaptable for use with other poetry books, both easy and regular, and 

for 4th and 5th grades.
