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Classification Relay

Objective:  The student will be able to locate non-fiction books by specific Dewey classification number.

Materials:

· 2 sets of cards with a specific Dewey number written on each.

· Shelf markers

· Insert material; press down arrow

Procedure/Instruction:

· After students are familiar with the non-fiction arrangement of books, divide the class into 2 teams. Team members number off.

· First person from each team has a shelf marker and chooses  a card.

· That person goes to the shelves and locates a book with the exact classification number shown on their card.

· Student brings book to the librarian to check.

· The relay continues with the next student going to the shelves to locate their book.Team members work as quickly and quietly as possible in the relay.

· First team to finish receives a special bookmark as a reward.

· Students then return books to the proper place on the shelves.

Closure/Evaluation:   
         Answer any concerns students have about the location of books.

         Evaluation: Observing how well student can locate the materials.
