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[image: image1.wmf]Lesson Plan:  Digging Into the Dictionary

Objective:  The student will be able to use a dictionary to gather information. 

Materials:

· Children’s Dictionary with guide words at the top.

· A transparency of one of the dictionary pages and of the student worksheet

· A worksheet for each student

· Overhead projector

.

Procedure/Instruction:

· Hold up book version of Dictionary.  Discuss with students:  (a) words are in “a,b,c” order  (b) words at top of the page are called guide words  (c) front, middle, back sections of the dictionary  (d) entry words are in bold-faced print.

· Turn to dictionary page with the word “house.”

· Put transparency of that page on overhead.  Point out guide words, number of definitions, entry words in bold-faced print, plural form of word.

· Put transparency of student worksheet up and read over questions as students read silently on their individual copies.

· Alternate dictionary page and student worksheet transparency as you let students answer questions and fill out worksheet..

Closure/Evaluation:   Review terms, words in alphabetical order, entry word, guide words, title of dictionary used, front, middle, and back of dictionary.
