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First the Alphabet, 





Then the Dictionary

Objective:  The student will be able to name and identify each letter of the alphabet; understand that      written words are composed of letters that represent sounds

Materials:

· Copy of “ABC Song”

· Books in Everybody section of library

· Alphabet apron

· pencils

· crayons

· cassette recorder & blank tapes

· large white board

· individual white boards and pens

Procedure/Instruction:  Suggested Activities
· Child checks out book beginning with the letter(s) learned in class for the week

· Child checks out book written by an author whose last name begins with the letter studied

· Child selects book that begins with the same letter as his last name;  first name

· Read alphabet books to the students, particularly those written by Jery Pallotta

· Alphabet apron:  apron with 26 labeled pockets.  Each pocket contains an item beginning with the appropriate letter of the alphabet.  Use in a variety of ways.  Examples:  Child selects any letter and librarian reads book beginning with that letter.  Librarian selects item/book that matches week’s letter

· Sing “ABC Song” with students

· For the week’s letter, draw an animal, using the letter somewhere in the animal picture.  Could also complete this activity when children have learned all the letters, then the children could select any letter they wished.  Suggestion:  use as center activity.  

· Line the children up in alphabetical order to go back to the classroom – by last name or first name.

· Make an ABC book. 

· Make alphabet stick puppets and create a story to with them.. Each child chooses a letter and creates a character (person or animal).  Write the story together on white board. Tape the story, after practicing. 

· Write letters on white board each week, as they’re introduced in class

· Center:  practice writing letters of alphabet, upper and lower case

Closure/Evaluation:   Teacher observation.  Depends upon the activity.  Evaluate finished ABC books, animal pictures, etc

Comments:  See above.  Work closely with the kindergarten teachers from the beginning of the year, to reinforce and reteach during the children’s visits to the library.
