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                       Kindergarten – Fire Fighters

                         as Community Helpers

Objective:  The student will be able to identify a fire fighter as a community helper whose job is to     fight fires, help us prevent fires by teaching fire safety.

Materials:

· Fire Fighters by Dee Ready; others in the “Community Helpers” series

· “Giant Fire Engine” floor puzzle from Frank Shaffer

· “Fire Fighters are Community Heroes” bookmarks

· plastic costume fire fighter helmet

Procedure/Instruction:

· Wearing fire fighter helmet, ask which community helper would wear it.  Have students name other community helpers: policemen, nurses, doctors, dentists, etc.  Show books from series.  

· Have students orally share what they know about fire fighters (job, equipment, etc.).

· Remind of spine label for nonfiction books, introduce and enjoy Fire Fighters; have students point out something new they learned from book.

· Show lid of fire engine puzzle; put front two pieces of truck on floor, pass out a large piece to each student; instruct students to look at their piece and try to find their part on box lid; students come up one-by-one to place their piece as you call out a truck part; work from front bumper to back bumper of truck.

Closure/Evaluation:   Show and read bookmark.  Why are they community heroes?  Set bookmarks out at checkout desk.
