                                                                     TPRI:  Reading/Listening Comprehension
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Winter/Letter “W”

Objective:  Learn to recognize the shape and sound of the letter “W” and recognize and name pictured objects that begin with “W.”   Explore the changes from fall to winter, their depictions in the book illustrations, what animals do in winter.  Enjoy the beauty of snowflakes.

Materials:

· “W” letter cards using different fonts, “W” picture cards

· 4 season picture cards

· snowflake pictures printed from www.snowflakebentley.com
· snowflake pattern, scissors, hole punch, trash can; large snowflakes cut from bulletin board paper

· Winter Lullaby by Barbara Seuling

Procedure/Instruction:

· Students and librarian trace a large, capital W in the air.

· Enjoy “W” letters, tracing each “W” with your finger;  have students identify picture cards of things that begin with “W.”

· Ask students to show how many seasons in a year with their fingers.  Use 4 season cards to identify hottest season, coldest season and seasons in between.

· Show cover of Winter Lullaby, students identify which season is depicted and why.  Make sure students know what a lullaby is.  Today’s book show changes from fall to winter and what happens to some animals in the winter.  Gorgeous pictures, not many words, but lots to see and think about.  

· Read Winter Lullaby, linger over art, discuss changes in seasons, animal’s way of seeking warmth.

· Show snowflake photographs, use pattern to cut paper snowflake with scissors and hole punch; unfold large snowflakes.  Send copy of easy pattern back to class with teacher

Closure/Evaluation:   Can review what each animal did to seek warmth when winter comes.
Comments:  Cutting snowflakes was a big hit with teachers and students!
