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Scavenger Hunt
Objective:  The student will be able to identify the ten different classes of the Dewey Decimal 




System. Students will locate specific materials using the Dewey Decimal System.

Materials:

· Large Dewey Decimal Chart 

· Story Apron with pockets labeled for each 100 area.

· Paper (1/2 sheet) and pencils

· Sample books from several classifications

· New true book or other book on Dewey Decimal System

Procedure/Instruction:

· Briefly introduce each Dewey Decimal class (use story apron with items or other visual aid).

· Show chart/read selected parts from book.

· Show where nonfiction books are located in Library (tour).  Have students look at spine labels to

see Dewey numbers and author letters.

· Model folding of paper to make 8 squares

· Model copying of information on spine and label onto squares on paper.  

· Students copy information from spine and label onto their own paper, using one book from each of the ten Dewey divisions (2 go on the back side).

Closure/Evaluation: Students will successfully locate one book from each Dewey division and



copy the information (call number and title) from the spine and label.  Students take 



paper to Librarian for checking for accuracy of information and capitalization.

Comments:  This activity can be adapted and used for 2nd-3rd grades.  If time does not permit



completion in one Library class time, activity may be continued in next class time, or



shortened.  Students might be allowed to work with partners.  
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
