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Bluebonnet Books 

(2002-2003), Radio Rescue

Objective:  The student will be able to study word meanings systematically such as across curricular




content areas and acquire an extensive vocabulary through reading and systematic word




study.

Materials:

· Book:  Radio Rescue
· Biographical information about Samuel Morse (biography book, encyclopedia or online article,

magazine.

· Morse code chart for each student (back of book or other).

· Transparency of p. 25 (Defeating Giants).

· “Read a Message, Send a Message” Worksheet (Defeating Giants ws p. 26).

Procedure/Instruction:

· Give students background information about Morse Code and its inventor/discuss

· Read book Radio Rescue aloud to students.

· Students work with partner to decode Morse Code message from ws (could be laminated & use

Vis-à-vis).

Closure/Evaluation: Students will successfully decode message.


Challenge:  Students read biographies and nonfiction books about inventors and 




communication devices. 
Comments:  This activity and book can be adapted and used for 3rd-5th grades.
