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Survivor

Objective:  The student will be able to locate both fiction and non-fiction materials in the library.  The student will become familiar with library procedures.

Materials:

· Library media center and its resources

Procedure/Instruction:

· Students enter the library and sit at tables. Each table is a tribe.

· Students choose a name for their tribe (you may have a list from which they must choose) and then choose a challenge from the trunk.

· Each challenge is written down. (you may roll them up and place them in a plastic bottle if desired)

· Each tribe completes their challenge. Upon completion they receive a token from the librarian and choose a new challenge. 

· The tribe with the most tokens when the time is up is the winner

· A small prize may be given to the winning tribe.

Closure/Evaluation:   The students will have located the correct materials or followed the correct procedures.
