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Exploring Literacy 

Genres in the Library

Objective:  The student will be able to identify and describe six different literacy genres.

Materials:

· Sample library books. (1 per genre)

· White board

· Computer search stations

· Printer

Procedure/Instruction:

· On white board, list each of the six genres to be used.  (Horror, Fantasy, Science Fiction, Mystery, Humor and Historical Fiction)

· Show an example of each genre by showing the book you choose and discuss the details and some characteristics of each.

· Ask each student to choose one of the genres they would like to investigate.

· Have students use the search stations to pull up a list from the genre they chose, i.e. Science Fiction.  Ask them to print out a bibliography list of those titles.  1 list per student.

· Ask each student to find one book from his or her bibliography to check out.

· Using the chosen book, write three characteristics of this type of genre.  Include the title, author and call number of the book.  

· Each student will use the book cover, a copy of the book cover or a personal drawing of the title to present to the group (can be at a later date).  Using the book/picture each student will present that title to the class with the following information, Genre, title, author and call number and then explain why they believe it belongs to that genre.

Closure/Evaluation:  Oral student presentations.
Comments:  Can have students present at a later date if time is an issue.
