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Draw a Polar Bear

Objective:  The student will be able to establish purposes for reading or listening such as to be informed, to follow directions, and to be entertained.

Materials:

· I Can Draw Polar Animals by Helene Leroux-Hugon

· Pictures of polar animals found in the book

· Globe

· Large sheets of paper

· Pencils

· Crayons

· “Arts and Crafts Websites for Preschool and Primary,” School Library Media Activities Monthly, Vol. 19, number 5, Jan., 2003

· Several Everybody nonfiction polar animal and drawing books 

Procedure/Instruction:

· On the globe, show the children where they would find polar animals.

· Show pictures of actual polar animals.

· Practice drawing shapes in the air.

· Have children draw circles, curves, and ovals by hand on back of paper.

· Choose either the seal or polar bear as the model.

· Follow “Drawing by Steps” on pages 6-7; adapt for kindergarten.

· The children will put the name of their animal underneath the completed picture.

· Display fiction polar animal plus primary drawing books for children to check out.  Remind them where their nonfiction books are located.

· Display children’s art in the library for a week or so.   

Closure/Evaluation:   Observe children following directions.  Completed drawings.
