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  Story Map and Story Writing: Ira Sleeps Over

Objective:  The student will be able to create a story map. Student will be able to write a story based on a story map.

Materials:

·  Book : Ira Sleeps Over by Bernard Waber

·  Blank paper

·  Lined paper

· Self reflection

Procedure/Instruction:

·  Read Ira Sleeps Over.

·  Make a story map out of the story as a group. List important events of the story in order. Have students decide if events are part of the beginning, middle, or end.

· Instruct students to alter the story map at either the beginning, middle, or end.  Give students examples of situations in the book that could change.

· Students then write a story based on the new story map.

Closure/Evaluation:    

    Let students share stories with a lower grade class.
