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The Frog Prince

Objective:  The student will be able to share and discuss the story of an enchanted frog who persuades a pampered princess to take care of him.  The students will be able to construct a paper frog prince and write what the frog might say about the princess.  The students will be able to make a book of promises filled with examples of people who have kept promises.  The students will be able to retell the story using a prop-up well and stick puppets.
