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                         THE MAGIC HAT

Objective:  The student will listen to and explore a culturally diverse work.

Materials:


1. The Fortune Teller by Lloyd Alexander

2. Strips of construction paper (for headbands) and cut-outs for magic hat from white index stock

3. Sets of markers, glue

.

Procedure/Instruction:

· Show students Lloyd Alexander book, The Fortune Teller, and point out other books by Alexander.

· Discuss the meaning of the words prediction and fortune teller.

· Instruct students to listen to the predictions made by the fortune teller, and point out the story takes place in Cameroon Africa.

· Read the book aloud to students.

· Teacher walks around measuring 9 x 12” strip (3-4” wide) of construction paper around each student’s head.  Staple to form headband.

· Students choose how many circular designs they want and color them while teacher is stapling headbands.

· Students glue circle designs on to headbands and let dry

Closure/Evaluation:   Ask students to recall where story took place, what were some of the predictions made by the fortune teller, and what did they learn from the story.
Comments:  You may want to extend the lesson by reading a nonfiction book or article about Cameroon Africa.  You may want to enlarge picture of characters wearing magic hats with “I Predict” on them (see attachments).
