
LESSON PLAN – ALPHABET SOUP

Objective: The student will identify entry words and alphabetize by the first letter.

Materials:  

1.  Alphabet books

2.  Pocket Puzzles

· book pockets

· 3 x 5 cards
Procedure/Instructions: 

First Week

1. Read aloud an entertaining alphabet book such as Alphabet Soup by Yeoman.  About the middle of the alphabet book, ask children to “guess” what letter will be on the next page.

2. After several successes, ask, “How do you know?”  “We know our alphabet!” “Yes, and we use the alphabet to find things in the library.”

3. At the end of the book, ask them where (front, middle, end) of the book would you look to find the page on xylophonist?  Miller?  Baker?

4. Display front, middle, and end signs marking “E” shelves.  Ask, “When you want to find a book in ___________ at which end do you start?” etc.

Second Week

1. While you are checking in books, give children alphabet puzzle pockets to work with. 







2. Punch holes in book pocket first.  Then insert 2 or 3 cards at a time and punch holes so that they match.  Place 8 -12 completed cards in the pocket.

3. Instructions to students:  Decide whether the letter on the card is at the front, middle, or end of  the alphabet.  Put your pencil point in the right hole.  Pull gently.  If your answer is correct, the card will lift out easily.  If not, try another answer.

Teacher/Library Media Specialist Collaboration:  The classroom teacher may also use these cards as a classroom activity to reinforce alphabetizing.

Evaluation:  Student success will be seen by the students enthusiasm during the activity.
