 
LESSON PLAN – Author Alphabet

Objective: The student will identify various authors and illustrators
Materials:  

· Make Alphabet cards ( 5x7 cards with alphabets on them)
· Posterboard with author’s names listed
Procedure/Instructions: 

1. The librarian designs “reading sheets” with the children.
2. Read as many books as you wish, by the author or illustrator being introduced.

3. The students will participate in an activity entitled “Author Alphabet.”

a. The librarian will flash alphabet cards that have been shuffled.

b. The first student to call out the name of the authentic author, retains the card.

c. The game ends when all alphabet cards have been matched with an author’s name.

d. The child with the most cards wins.

e. The list of author names should be maintained on a chart or poster in a prominent place in the library to serve as a reading spin-off.

Special Note:  If the children are unable to provide an author’s name to match an alphabet, the librarian should do so.  Follow-up lessons should be provided to inform the students of this new author and his/her work.
Teacher/Library Media Specialist Collaboration:  Give the classroom teacher a list of the authors also, so that they may select books to read by these authors.
Evaluation:  Note students success at the game and circulation statistics.
