
LESSON PLAN – Branding Up Time

Objective: The student distinguishes between reality and fantasy.
Materials:  

1. Make brands from black construction paper, one fiction (F) and one nonfiction (NF).
2. Construct a cowboy figure holding a rope for the main character. 

3. Bulletin board space

4. Book jackets to identify books

Procedure/Instructions: 

1. Begin the lesson by asking the class to discuss the difference between fiction and nonfiction books.  Ask hem if they think they can identify a book type by its jacket.

2. Point to a book jacket (e. g., The Book of Sea Shells  ask “What would you brand this?”  Class will answer “nonfiction.”)

3. Point to another book jacket (e.g., Frog and Toad Are Friends) class will respond, “fiction”, brand the book fiction.

4. Select a book jacket whose title does not give a clue to its classification (e.g., Elsa).  Ask the class to decide how to “brand” it.  (Answers may vary) Hold up Elsa (or a book of your choice) Tell children that the way to check their answers is to look on the spine of the book.  If the book is nonfiction, it will have Dewey Decimal numbers.  If it is fiction, it will only have the first three letters of the author’s last name.  Continue until the bulletin board is completed. 
Teacher/Library Media Specialist Collaboration:  Correlate with the classroom lesson on reality and fantasy.
Evaluation:  Students responses to the activity will be monitored and their success rate  noted by the librarian.
