Objectives:

· To observe and practice library rules and procedures.

· To demonstrate an aspect of proper book care.

Resources:

1. Good conduct wand

2. Baby book and bed

3. Book:  Mr. Wiggle

4. The Library Dragon 

 Procedures and Instruction:

1. Cut a baby’s face out of a Styrofoam plate with a small tab, stick tab part in book. [image: image1.png]



2. Put a baby dress over the book and wrap in a blanket.

3. After discussing that books and babies are alike because they can’t take care of themselves, discuss and compare how we take care of each.

4. Discuss the need for rules.

5. Brainstorm rules.  Elicit rules for quiet entry and proper book care.  Discuss Baby Books.  Listen and respond to The Library Dragon. By Deedy or the book of your choice.

Teacher/Library Media Specialist Collaboration:  
Give the teacher a copy of the library rules and procedures to discuss with the class before coming to the library.
Evaluation:  The effectiveness of discipline in the library would be observable by librarian and classroom teachers.  Distribute incentives and a log of discipline referrals.
