

Objective:   The student will distinguish between make-believe and real life in stories.

Materials:  

1. Steig, William, Sylvester and the Magic Pebble
2. Clifton, Lucille, Three Wishes
3. Video, Seven Wishes of Joanna Peabody
Procedure/Instruction: 

1. Introduce stories by holding up a pebble and a penny.  Ask children to identify what they might wish for if they were given a wish.  Tell them that the characters in some stories today get to make wishes by using a “magic pebble” and a “magic penny”.
2. Read  Sylvester and the Magic Pebble  by William Steig.  Discuss what happened to Sylvester and why this could not happen in real life.
3. Read Three Wishes  by Lucille Clifton.  Recall Zenobia’s wishes.  Discuss how those wishes could happen in real life.  Discuss whether pennies and pebbles can really be magic.  
4. Another activity may be to view the video Seven Wishes of Joanna Peabody.  Discuss whether her wishes could happen in real life or are make - believe.
Closure/Evaluation:  Give students examples of real and make-believe stories and discuss the reason for their choices. 
Teacher/Library Media Specialist Collaboration:  During story hour, ask the teachers to discuss reality and make-believe with their students.
