
LESSON PLAN – CAPTIVE AUDIENCE

Objective: The students will listen to the library media specialist read.


     The students will listen to and view stories at the library media center.


     The students listen to stories and booktalks given by the library media

      specialist,  using storytelling techniques.

Materials:  Books, Books, Books!; Puppets, Art  Supplies

Procedure/Instruction: 

1.  Puppets:  Puppets do not have to be accompanied by a major presentation.  If you have just one character or animal, (even a stuffed animal ), children will pay close attention.  Don’t have a puppet?  Make a large poster portraying the main character or the setting from the story.

2.  Make a story map featuring a character from the story. (see attachment A)

3.  Have children write a “fill in the blank” story, changing details from the story they have heard.  They love this activity because it seems like a game.  (attachment B)

4.  Illustrations may seem simple, but they lock a picture of the story or book in the child’s mind.  When reading a book with colorful figurative language, have the children create humorous illustrations depicting misunderstandings that can occur when words have more meaning  (attachment C)

5.  Provide children with “letters” from a character in the book.  Perhaps the students will write back to the character or follow some sort of simple instructions provided by the letter writer. (attachment D)

6.  Have students arrange pictures from a book in sequence.  They can then create books and retell the story in their own words.  (attachment E)

7.  “Prop” Box.  Have a mysterious box sitting beside you when you begin a story.  As you come to various elements of the story, pull the actual element from the box.  (i.e., a snake, or a tree-branch, or a guitar).  You will have the students’ undivided attention for the duration of the tale.

8.  Dim the lights.  Telling a spooky story or a mystery?  Turn off the lights, and add some atmosphere with an electric candle or two (The kind sold for windows at Christmas).  Students will start asking if you’ll turn out the lights, just because it adds an element of mystique to the telling.

9.  Tired of students misbehaving in line while waiting for their teachers to show up?  When students line up, give them a “test,”  asking questions from the day’s story  or lesson.  Ask only three questions and give a bookmark to the three children who give the correct answers.

10.  Need to “rev up” a book order?  Find out what your customers want!

Evaluation:  It’s easy to evaluate good story-telling.  Are the students enthralled until the story is finished?  If so, you have perfected a successful storytelling technique.  Are they yawning, fidgeting, poking each other?  Just add a dew props or surprises and you’ll be back on track!
Teacher/Library Media Specialist Collaboration:  The teacher will use various storytelling methods to present a variety of literature to students.   By varying the techniques just a little with each story presented, children will look forward to each storytelling session.  Most important, they will begin to add variety to their own reports and story presentations.
