
LESSON PLAN – Copyright Date, Dedication

Objective:  The student will identify copyright date and dedication
Materials:  

Library book with various copyright dates
Procedure/Instructions: 

1. Ask the students to choose one book each and open it to the title page.
2. Tell them to place a finger on the year their book was written – called the copyright date.  Monitor to be sure everyone locates the correct year.

3. Then ask everyone to stand holding their book.  Say, “If your book was written or copyrighted in the 1990’s please sit down.  Sit down if your book was copyrighted in the 1980’s, 1970’s, 1960’s……… Keep eliminating until the oldest book is found. Review the procedure and eliminate until the newest book is found.

4. Ask students why they think it’s important to know the copyright date.  “If you want information about man landing on the moon and your book is copyrighted in the 1950’s, could you find the information in that book?  For current information we need the newest books.

5. Show the students a dedication on the overhead or in the computer presentation.  Explain that authors sometimes write books for a reason and/or may be motivated by other people to write a book.  When they do this, they usually will write a brief paragraph recognizing these people.  This is called a dedication
Teacher/Library Media Specialist Collaboration:  Provide teachers with instructions for making assignments for research such as in Science Fair and History Fair projects.  Emphasize with teachers that students should use current information.  This will make the students aware of finding the copyright date when looking for resource materials.
Evaluation:  Monitoring student participation in the class activity.
