
LESSON PLAN – Dazzling Displays
Date ________________________________________________________________________


Grade level: PK - 12

Objective: The students will produce creative ideas through student-produced media, using a combination of formats.


   The students will use creative expression to interpret stories.

Resources:  camera, construction paper, poster board, costumes, video camera

Procedure and Activities: 

1. Easy Displays - Don’t forget that those spaces atop bookshelves are the ideal spots for student projects.  And the projects don’t have to be library projects!  Invite the students to display their wares in the library.  The teacher will be thrilled that others will see what her class is doing, the students honored, and the parents will make it a point to drop by.

2. Biography Day - Students, and or teachers, come to school dressed as characters from a biography they have read.  Students can stand in front of the room, giving details they have researched about the person’s life, and other students will try to guess who they are.

3. **A variation of this is this is the Author Look-A-Like Contest, where students research authors and then try their best to make themselves resemble the subjects of their study.

4. Media Stars - When you see articles about students in the local newspaper, a neighborhood newspaper, or the school newspaper, clip them and make a display.  It may start as a small bulletin board, and expand to something large by the end of the year.

5. Student Academy Awards - After students have submitted final projects or reports, have a mini “Oscar Night” to present awards to students for excellent work.  It is best to do this the first time without the students’ prior knowledge.  Put small certificates or ribbons in an envelope, stand at a podium, and make a big production of awards for “Best Picture.”  “Best Original Song”, “Best Description,”  “Most Humorous Illustrations, etc.”  To prevent bad feelings you can present awards to everybody who has completed the assignment.

6. Poster Problems - Does everything you see suggest making a poster to display work?  Fed up because you don’t have a posterboard supply and your students don’t buy it?  Tell students they can use cardboard from boxes as long as they have attractively covered it with some kind of paper.  Their creativity kicks in and no one is denied the opportunity to make a poster.
7. Other Display/Production/Project Ideas
· Quiz Show

· Speeches

· Interviews

· Commercials

· Video-taped or audio taped dramatic production

· Student charades or puppet shows

· Media towers - tall thin, free-standing boxes, pasted student illustrations and reports on all four sides.  “Tower” can be displayed in the library, turning daily to reveal new information, or put it on top of a Lazy Susan, and you have a revolving tower of information.

· Laminate and bind small books of student projects and leave them lying around the library for students to flip through.  

Teacher/Library Media Specialist Collaboration:  Depending on the grade level, teacher may work with individual students to determine the most appropriate displays for their work, or select a method to use with the entire group.

Evaluation:  Final projects can be graded (classroom teachers) or used simply to display work in the library.
