
LESSON PLAN – Dynamite Dinosaurs

Objective: The students will distinguish between fiction and nonfiction books
Materials:  
· Various fiction and nonfiction books about dinosaurs

· Count-A-Saurus  CD-ROM

· Video – Alphabet Dinosaurs – 13933 VC13933 (c/ 13 min. CORF, 1989)

Procedure/Instructions: 
1. Introduce the song, Dinosaur Ditty (sung in the tune of Three Blind Mice). 

· Di-no-saur, Di-no-saur, 

· See how they run, See how they run

· Some were very little you see,

· Some were very much bigger than me

· Oh wouldn’t you like to be able to see a di-no-saur!

2. Read a fiction book of your choice about dinosaurs.

3. Discuss the fiction section, show the students where the fiction books are located.  Pull several fiction books about dinosaurs from the shelf.  Move to the nonfiction section, take several nonfiction books about dinosaurs from the shelf.  Discuss the titles and the book jackets and covers and how they can help determine if a book is fiction or nonfiction.

4. Read Count-a-Saurus, have the students pronounce the names with you.

5. Use available online resources to research dinosaurs and give the students additional information about dinosaurs.
Teacher/Library Media Specialist Collaboration:  The teacher introduces the unit on dinosaurs.  Read Dinosaur Detective On the Right Track (or a similar book) to the students.  Give the students a bucket of sand and a shovel.  Dinosaur shapes are buried in the sand.  Each student can dig into the sand to find a piece of the dinosaur puzzle.  The librarian works with large groups and gives small group instruction.  The librarian will also give instruction on researching print and online materials.  Students will make dioramas to be displayed in the library.
Evaluation:  After the unit is finished, have a “Dinosaur Bee” in the library.  Show dinosaur books and let the students tell which are fiction and which are nonfiction.  Dioramas will be graded by the teacher.
