
LESSON PLAN – Fiction or Nonfiction: What Will It Be?

Objective: To distinguish between the call number arrangement of fiction and nonfiction
Materials:  
1. Fiction books

2. Worksheet – Author’s Names

3. Book Spines (Sturdy and laminated)

Procedure/Instructions: 

1. Read aloud a short fiction book.  Locate the author and title.  Tell the students that fiction books are arranged by the author’s last name, alphabetically.  Remind them that when names are arranged alphabetically, it is the last name that is important.
2. Guide the students in completing the worksheet, “Author’s Names.”

3. Give each student an envelope containing five to ten tagboard book spines.  These may be duplicated and cut apart.

4. The students are to arrange the book spines in order as they would be on the shelf.  The teacher or librarian may check or an answer card may be provided.

5. The students may also select one tagboard spine and locate the read book on the shelf.  If it is out, they should show the librarian where it would be found.
Teacher/Library Media Specialist Collaboration:  

Ask the classroom teacher to have the students write their class roll in alphabetical order by last name.
Evaluation:  Completion of the worksheet and correct seq2uential order of the book spines.
