
LESSON PLAN – Identifying Award Books
Date ________________________________________________________________________


Objective: The student will identify Newbery, Caldecott, other award books and classics
Materials:  

1. Encyclopedias or Internet access
2. Dictionaries

3. Caldecott Books, posters, game

4. Newbery Books, Newbery poster
Procedure/Instructions: 

1. Begin this unit by introducing the students to the encyclopedia.  Have the students look up the Caldecott Medal.  You may also have students look up Caldecott Medals on the Internet.  Discuss this information.
2. Have a display table of all the Caldecott winners and have the children read as many as possible.  As they complete the book, they will be given a reading record and they will add books to the list. (Students should complete worksheet after reading books)

3. Students will be asked to select their favorite Caldecott book.  From these books they will talk about the author, illustrator, illustrations, etc.

4. Then the students will decide to which classes they want to introduce these books.  The students will decide on the format that they want to use:  Reading, storytelling, puppets, pantomime, etc.  The students must read their books several times to become familiar with it.

5. The students will be introduced to the opaque projector so that they will be able to use some of the illustrations from their books to make props for dramatization, or puppets.

6. Each student is given a folder containing the following:

a. Caldecott Medal list

b. Their write-up on the Caldecott Medal from their research.

c. Picture of the medal

d. Their list of vocabulary words and definitions.  This requires that they use the dictionary.
i. Title

ii. Author

iii. Illustrator

iv. Encyclopedia

v. Opaque projector

e. Worksheet to be complete as final activity.
Teacher/Library Media Specialist Collaboration:  Get permission from the classroom teacher to have the students look-up definitions before coming to the library.
