Procedure/Instructions: 

1. Introduce the almanacs and five examples of what is in each
2. Show the similarities and differences in the almanacs

3. Give the students an activity sheet to complete using the almanacs

Evaluation:  The students will design 3 questions to be answered by using either almanac.  Questions are to be exchanged among class members.  Two of the three questions must be answered correctly.

Procedures:

1. The instructor informs the student that the location should be a city, state, country or all three.

2. The student randomly points a finger at the map.

3. Whatever the pointed finder lands, the player must locate that place in the almanac.

4. When located, 3 vital facts about the place are recorded on paper.

5. The game ends when 5 locations are recorded with 3 facts each.
