
LESSON PLAN – LET’S ACT

Objective: The student will respond to storytelling or oral reading through activities such as drawing retelling, or dramatizing the story.

Materials:    Books for storytelling and creative drama.

Procedure/Instruction: 

1. Tell the students to listen carefully because you are going to choose some volunteers to act out a story after you have read it to them.

2. Examples of stories to use for creative drama are:

· Galdone, Paul - The Three Billy Goats Gruff.
Characters:  3 Billy goats, troll
Props:
 Chairs to make a bridge, masks for the goat and troll
Sound Effects:  All children make the “trip, trap” sound of the bridge.

· Galdone, Paul - The Little Red Hen.
Characters:  Little Red Hen, Mouse, Cat, Dog
Props:  Broom, apron, paper bag mask for animals
Sound Effects:  All children respond with the “Not I” refrain.

· Piper, Watty - The Little Engine That Could.
Characters:  Engine and train cards.
Props:  Cardboard boxes with bottom and top removed so that child can stand inside and walk.
Sound Effects:  All children chant “I think I can”.

· Keats, Ezra, Jack - The Snowy Day.
Characters:  All children pretend to be Peter.
Action:  Allow the students to demonstrate what Peter did in the snow, such as “make footprints”, “make snow angles”, etc.

· Sendak, Maurice - Where the Wild Things Are.
Characters:  Max, the wild things.
Props:  Crown for Max
Sound Effects:  All children pretend to be the wild things and roll their eyes, roar, etc.

· Bailey, Carolyn Sherwin - The Little Rabbit Who Wanted Red Wings.
Characters:  Mr. Bushy Tail Squirrel, Mr. Porcupine, Miss Puddle Duck, Mr. Groundhog, Little Rabbit, Rabbit’s Mother, and Redbird.
Props:  Masks for characters.  Cardboard wings for Redbird and Little Rabbit.  Chair for a wishing well.

· Ginsburg, Mira - Mushroom in the Rain.

Characters:  All the animals who crawl under the mushroom.
Props:  A table to be the mushroom.

· Shannon, George - Dance Away.

Characters:  All children can be rabbits
Props:  Repeat the refrain and dance the steps.

Teacher/Library Media Specialist Collaboration:  Ask the teacher to assist with the props by allowing the students to make the props in the classroom.

Evaluation:  Let students perform for the lower grade classes and evaluate their effectiveness in their role playing.
