
LESSON PLAN – Making a Bibliography

Objective: The student will identify and make a bibliography.
Materials:  

World Book Encyclopedias
Procedure/Instructions: 

1. Discuss the definition of a bibliography, a list of books on a certain subject and is arranged alphabetically by the author’s last name.
2. Pass out World Book and cards with subjects written on them.  Ask students to locate the article with that subject and then to find the bibliography at the end of the article.  Suggested subjects are:

3. Have students make their own bibliography of books, using the following example:

Keats, Ezra Jack (1962).  The snowy day, New York:  Viking Press.

Teacher/Library Media Specialist Collaboration:  Discuss with the classroom teacher or department head, that you would like the students to create their own bibliography.  Offer after school sessions for teachers on creating bibliographies.
Evaluation:  Critique list and check bibliographies for accurate entry information.
