
LESSON PLAN – Newbery Awards
Date ________________________________________________________________________


Objective: The student will identify the Newbery Award books
Materials:  
· A Wrinkle in Time  by Madeline L’Engle

· Newbery Award poster and bookmarks

Procedure/Instructions: 

1. Introduce the Newbery Medal by telling the students about the medal.
2. Established in 1922, oldest award for children’s book.

3. Named for 18th century bookseller, John Newbery.

4. Award was established by Frederick Melcher, an American publisher to encourage original and creative work in the field of children’s literature.

5. Medal is awarded to the author of the most distinguished contribution to American literature for children published the preceding year.

6. Qualifications are:

· Book must first have been published in U. S.

· Author must be a citizen or resident of the U. S.

Use bulletin board to display Newbery Medal and winners

7. Introduce Madeline L’Engle and her 1963 Newbery winner, A Wrinkle In Time.

8.  Discuss the term “science fiction” (deals with things that have not yet happened (robots, etc.) or with things that may never happen (time travel, superman).

9. Explain the term “tesseract.”  Tessering is explained by using the example of an insect moving across a piece of material held between a person’s brings his hands together, wrinkling the material, then the insect would be at the other side, without a long trip – thus a “wrinkle in time.”
Teacher/Library Media Specialist Collaboration:  A Wrinkle In Time video is longer than the library period, ask the classroom teacher to show the video in the classroom.  Have her to let the students look-up the vocabulary words and discuss them before viewing the video.
Evaluation:  Discussion of science fiction and the video will be sufficient evaluation of the children understands of the story.  Remind the students that Newbery books are chosen for their content and solicit reasons why they think this book was chosen as an award book.
