
LESSON PLAN – Newbery Booko
Date ________________________________________________________________________


Objective:  Students will become familiar with the Newbery titles and authors.
Materials:  

· White construction paper 
· Bingo game boards

· Small author cards

· markers
Procedure/Instructions: 

1. Using white construction paper, make copies of the game board.  Give each student a blank board and have them write in any 24 Newbery titles and one “free” space.  These boards may be laminated.
2. Make small author cards (2 x 3 works well) by writing the name of a Newbery author on each card along with the decade during which the book won the award (e.g. Ruth Sawyerm 1930’s).  You need as many author cards as there are Newbery winning authors.

3. The game is similar to Bingo or Quizmo.   A teacher or student is the caller.  Caller draws and calls out a card from the author cards.  Students with a space that has the title of that author’s book on it covers the space.

4. Caller continues to choose author cards until one student has completed a traight line in any direction on the card.

5. Students need their list of Newbery Medal winners to play the game.

6. For t hose authors who have two winning titles, allow the both itles to be covered when the author’s name is called.
