
LESSON PLAN – Parts of a Book
Date ________________________________________________________________________


Objective: The student will identify the parts of a book - cover, spine, title page and table of contents
Materials:  

1. Easy-to-read library books
2. Video – The Cat in the Hat
3. Worksheet:  Title Page Crossword Puzzle
Procedure/Instructions: 

1. Ask the children to point to different parts of their bodies, such as their nose, toes, and spine.  Tell them that just as they have different parts of their bodies, a book has different parts that can be named.  Just as the spine in their back holds them up straight and their skin protects them, the “spine” of a book holds it together and the “cover” protects it.
2. Hold up a large book.  Point to the cover and the spine.  Explain that most library books have hard covers so that they will last longer.  Books that have soft covers are called “paperbacks.”  Point out the call number on the spine of the book which tells the book’s address on the shelf.  Point out the title and author’s name, as shown on the cover and spine.  

3. Open the book to the title page and point to the title  - the name of the book – and the name of the author who wrote the book.

4. Show the table of contents with the chapter headings and page numbers.  Explain that every book has a title page, but it is not necessary for every book to have a table of contents.  If a book just tells a story, it may not need to be divided into chapters.

5. Let students select a library book from the easy section.  Have each student point to the cover and spine of his/her book.  Then have each child open his/her book to the title page and answer questions about the title page.
6. Show the video on parts of a book.

7. Introduce the book, The Cat in the Hat and show the video.  Present the book again, discuss the parts of a the book.  Title page, author, title and publisher.  Explain to the children that they are going to complete a crossword puzzle on parts of a book.
Teacher/Library Media Specialist Collaboration:  As the teacher uses textbooks in the classroom, ask them to emphasize the parts of a book and information found on these different parts.
Evaluation:  Check and discuss the crossword puzzle
