
LESSON PLAN – Parts of a Book II
Date ________________________________________________________________________


Objective: 
The student will identify parts of books where specified information may be found.
Materials:  

Flannelboard or Bulletin Board, worksheet – Parts of a Book
Procedure/Instructions: 

1. Begin the lesson by focusing student’s attention on flannelboard (or bulletin board) figures from the worksheet to be used later in the lesson.  Place only the book’s cover and the bookworm on the flannelboard at first.
2. Tell the children that the bookworm needs help in solving a problem.  The contents of his book have fallen out and need to be put back in order.

3. Hold up a stack of pages from the book, with labels on each designating the title page, text, table of contents, index, preface, foreword, introduction, dedication, list of illustrations and glossary.  Then place the pages at the bottom of the flannelboard in random order.

4. Ask the children to name the page that should come first after the flyleaf (title page). Add the title page.  Which page is next? (dedication).  Explain that in some books, the dedication is not on a page of its own, but that it will always be near the front of the book.

5. Take the page, “list of illustrations” from the flannelboard and hold it  up.  Point out that this is a list of the pictures or drawings that appear in the book and the page numbers on which they can be found.  Place on flannelboard.  Next, add the table of contents.

6. Ask the class to tell you the page that comes next.  Preface, introduction, foreword, hold up these three pages.  Tell the class that a book may contain more than one feature.  For example, a book can have a preface and an introduction.  Allow time for children to answer how they knew these pages belonged at the from and not the back of the book.  Discuss the meaning of the word introduction.  You are introduced to someone before you get to know him or her, therefore, the introduction of a book should come before its contents.  Also,  pre,  as in preface and fore,  as in foreword, are prefixes that mean, “come before.”  Place those pages on the board.
7. The main body of the book comes next, called the text.  Have someone explain why it is the longest part.

8. Ask the children to discuss the last page, the index.
9. Another part located in the back of a book is the glossary. – a dictionary for the book.
