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LESSON PLAN – Picture Dictionaries

Objective:  The student will be able to identify picture dictionaries and use theses dictionaries to locate and define words.

Materials: 
1.   Picture dictionaries for each group of 2 or 3 

2.  Video - “Dictionary:  Adventure of Words, #08809, VC-08809, VT-08809, 16 min., BARR.

Procedures/Instruction:

1.  Give the students dictionaries and a stack of ruled sentence strips cut in 6” lengths.

2.  Ask children to go through the dictionary and copy words which name something to eat.  Then alphabetize the cards in a pocket chart.

3.  Less mature children might “read” words to the librarian who would write the word and place it in the pocket chart.

4.  This lesson may be done with small groups, such as reading groups. (The examples here are from MY First Golden Dictionary. The same lesson could also be done with Magic World of Words or  Rainbow Dictionary which are not strictly picture dictionaries.  If children must use dictionaries of different titles, you may have to make a set of exercises for each title.)
5.  Ask children what letter the first words in the dictionary begins with.  After the “a” words, what letter do the next words begin with?  What letter does the last word begin with?  In what part of the dictionary do you find the “m” words?
6.  Ask children to alphabetize these words and check their work by finding them in the dictionary.
