
LESSON PLAN – Playing with Plot 

Date ________________________________________________________________________


Objective: The students will identify elements of a story such as character, plot and setting.

                  Students will distinguish between reality and fantasy.

Resources:  a variety of fiction books; art supplies; flannelboard figures or stick puppets

Procedure and Activities: 

1. Begin by introducing a story and asking children to listen carefully because you will ask them to help retell the story.

2. Read a story that has several characters who appear in sequence, i.e. The Gingerbread Boy, using charts and colorful examples discuss the elements of a story in detail before you begin reading.  Ask for volunteers to help retell the story, giving each a flannelboard character or stick puppet.  Assist them by asking such questions as “Who came first?” “What did he say?”  “Who came next?”  “What happened then?”

Teacher/Library Media Specialist Collaboration:  Classroom teachers could use this activity for all stories read in the classroom.

Evaluation:  Use a simple book report form, (two examples provided) for students to recount details of a story.  This is the easiest way to monitor comprehension of plot, sequence of events, etc.)
