
LESSON PLAN – Poetry Fun
Date ________________________________________________________________________


Objective: The student will find and share poems for enjoyment and listen to stories and poems for enjoyment.
The student will identify and operate audio-visual equipment that accompanies various media formats.
Materials:  

· Poetry Books
· Video camera and tapes

· Videos:

· Poetry for Fun:  Dares and Dreams, VC06564.

· Poetry for Fun: Poems About Animals,  VC06446
· Poetry for Fun: Trulier Coolier  VC 0904

· Child’s garden of Verses. VC 05388
Procedure/Instructions: 

1. Begin by sharing poetry from library books.  Select one of the videos to show the class. 
2. Over the next few weeks, introduce them to the literature section (800-821).

3. With teacher collaboration, have the students memorize a poem from their reading or language textbook or library book.

4. Show the students how to use the video camera.  

5. Let students tape their classmates as they recite their poems.  Alternate the camera crew and the performers each session.

6. Stress the importance of being prepared (familiar with poem) and some important guidelines in performing before a camera (speak slowly, clearly, hold head up, look into the camera).
7. Invite the principal, VIPS and other school personnel to share their favorite poems with the class.

8. Encourage the students to keep a notebook that includes original poems and their favorite poems.
Teacher/Library Media Specialist Collaboration:  Plan with the teachers to develop q weekly or monthly poetry presentation. Include in the activities an opportunity for children to hear poetry read aloud, a chance to read it themselves, guidance in locating poetry in the library, experience in working before a camera (recitation) and behind a camera (filming others), and creating original poems.
Evaluation:  The finished products will be evidence of their understanding and enthusiasm.
