
LESSON PLAN – Poetry in Action 

Date ________________________________________________________________________


Objective: The student will find and share poems for enjoyment.
Materials:  

1. Silverstein, Shel  (1974), Where the Sidewalk Ends. Harper and Row.
2. Video -  Poetr y for Fun
Procedure/Instructions: 

1. Set the mood for shaping poetry by softly ringing a bell, playing a chime, dimming the lights and lighting a candle, etc.
2. Explain to the children that they were first introduced to poetry in kindergarten when they learned the Mother Goose Nursery Rhymes.

3. Recite some of the rhymes and encourage children to join in.

4. Display some Mother Goose books housed in the library and explain that they are books of poetry.

5. Display other more traditional poetry and explain and/or show where these poetry books are housed.

6. Read aloud some of your favorite poems from selected works.

7. Introduce children to Shel Siverstein’s Where the Sidewalk Ends.  Read aloud from this book.

8. Show the video, Poetry for Fun.
9. Encourage the students to find and share their favorite poems.
Teacher/Library Media Specialist Collaboration:  Ask the teachers to read poetry to their classes and let the students write original poems.
Evaluation:  Have a Poetry and Popcorn party for the students who participated in this activity.
