
LESSON PLAN – Reading Interest
Date ________________________________________________________________________


Objective: The student will begin to balance reading by selecting a variety of works for his own enjoyment, information, and development skills
Materials:  

· Worksheet: Reading Interest Inventory
· Tallies for each table

· Acetate sheet to record vote

Procedure/Instructions: 

1. Pass out a worksheet to students with the title Reading Interest Inventory.
2. Discuss the meaning of the word “Inventory”: (survey) and ask children to explain what information the survey is designed to obtain.  (How frequently 4th grade students read books in those 12 categories.)
3. Explain that their assignment is to rate their reading interest in the following manner:
· Put an A before the kind of books that you read a lot.
· Put a B before the ones you never or hardly ever read.
· Put a C before the ones you never or hardly ever read.
4. Explain to the class that with the information gathered they will be able to see which category is read most often, sometimes, and hardly ever in their class.
5. Hand out a tally form for each table.  Designate one student to record votes from his or her table.  List how many people voted A, B, or C for each category.
Example: 6 students at one table

6. Record “votes” from entire class on a transparency tally prepared ahead of time.  Call out categories one by one and ask monitors to give the result compiled from each table.  On the screen, the class can watch the tabulation of the votes.
7. After al the information is charted on the transparency tally, ask the class to carefully read the inventory results and answer these questions:
Examples:

1. What is the category of books read most often by this class?

2. Which type of book is read most rarely?

3. What is the second choice of the class?

Teacher/Library Media Specialist Collaboration:   Give the results of this survey to the classroom teacher for future reference.  She m ay want to extend the survey to get personal reading interest of each student.
Evaluation:  Children can make bar graphs to determine the reading preferences of their class.  The librarian can compile the information from several classes on the same grade level t see what their schools’ fourth grade likes to read.
