

Objective:   The student will listen to and respond to a variety of folk literature such as fairy tales, fables and tall tales.

Materials:

Fairy tale books

Procedure/Instruction:

1. Have a display of some of the most popular fairy tale books available to share with the children.

2. Explain that the stories have been passed from generation to generation.

3. On a blackboard or chart list characteristics common to fairy tales such as:

· The story usually begins “Once upon a time.”

· Fairy tales make use of magic people, objects and places.

· Fairy tales may have characters of royalty such as a King, a Queen, a Prince or Princess.

· Fairy tales usually end with “They lived happily every after.”

4. Choose any favorite tale and read it.

5. Initiate a “What If?” situation.  Have the students write a different ending for the fairy tale.
EXAMPLE:  What if Cinderella did not have a fairy godmother.  What would have happened to her?

6. Do as many as you wish.

7. Have children keep a record of fairy tales they read, hear or see performed..

Evaluation:  The final project will be an evaluation of the student’s comprehension.
Teacher/Library Media Specialist Collaboration:  Generate the writing activity in the classroom and display the written reports in the library.
