
LESSON PLAN – This Happened to Me

Objective:   The student will identify forms of literature such as modern fiction.

Resources:  

1. Variety of modern fiction

Examples:

Park, Barbara, Skinnybones, Knopf, 1982

Park, Barbara, A Dog Called Kitty, Holiday House, 1980

Sobol, Donald, Angie’s First Case of, Four Winds, 1981

Williams, Barbara, Mitzi and the Terrible Tyrannosaurus Rex, Dutton, 1982

Procedure and Activities: 

1. Display a variety of contemporary fiction books.  Explain to the students that there are many books of modern fiction which accurately reflect life as it is lived today.

2. Give book talks introducing a variety of themes in modern fiction.

· Parks, Barbara, Parks, Barbara, Skinnybones.  This is a humorous sports story about Alexa Frankovitch, nicknamed “Skinnybones”.  For six years Alex has received the “Most Improved Player” award on his baseball team.

· Wallace, Bill A Dog Named Kitty.  This is an animal story about the love that grows between Ricky and a stray puppy.

· Sobol, Donald, Angie’s First Case.  This is a mystery in which Angie spends her summer tracking down thieves.

· Williams, Barbara, Mitzi and the Terrible Tyrannosaurus Rex.  In this story, eight year old Mitzi must adjust to her mother’s upcoming marriage to Walter and the acquisition of two stepbrothers.

Teacher/Library Media Specialist Collaboration:  Consult with teachers about the students’ selection of grade-level appropriate titles.

Evaluation:   Students should understand the relationship between the characters of the stories and their own lives.
