

Objective: The student will identify elements of a story such as author’s purpose, and point of view.

Materials:  

1. Video - Dr. Seuss on the Loose (Sneetches and Green Eggs and Ham), VC06858,  Lorax, VC07897

2. Butter Battle Book, Random, 1984.

3. Dr. Seuss, Lorax, Random, 1971.

Procedure/Instruction: 

1. Over a period of weeks present a group of Dr. Seuss stories - books or videos.  After each, discuss what Dr. Seuss intended to do besides entertain - what was his message?

2. Butter Battle Book - the arm race, nuclear weapons.

3. The Lorax - clean up the environment.

4. The Sneetches  - prejudice

5. Green Eggs and Ham  - don’t be unwilling to try something new.

Closure/Evaluation:  Read other titles and let the students determine the message. Active participation of the students and accuracy of their evaluation will determine their understanding of this concept.
Teacher/Library Media Specialist Collaboration:  Collaborate with the counselor for topics that would be of interest to the students.
