
LESSON PLAN – What’s in the Book?

Objective: The student will identify and use the table of content
Materials:  

1. Box with 10 items that fit in the box
2. Blank book with a pre-set contents page

3. Books with table of contents
Procedure/Instructions: 

1. A large cardboard box is placed on a table in the center of the library and the librarian states, “This is a box” and point to it and then, This is a table” and knocks on it.  The librarian explains that in today’s lesson the class will examine the contents of the box.  “What do we mean by contents of the box?”  “That’s right! What’s in the box?”
2. Show the class a blank book entitled, “Our Poem Book.”  The next page should have the heading, “Continue” and be numbered 1-10.  A child is chosen to list the items on the contents page.
3. The librarian then removes each item from the box, explains what it is and lays it in order on the table.  The librarian dramatically states.  “The complete contents of this box have now been laid out on this table and what we have before us is a Table of Contents.  The contents of the box have been listed in the front of the book and what we have before us is a __________!  The librarian suggests that he/she will take the book home and compose a poem about each item.  The page number of each poem would then he designated in the table of contents.
4. Explain that if someone wished to read a poem about a specific item, they need only look in the table of contents to learn what page the poem would appear on.

5. Show examples – give each student a book and ask him/her to locate the contents page.
Teacher/Library Media Specialist Collaboration:  Remind the classroom teacher that you are working with the students on using the table of contents have them look at the table of contents in their textbooks.
Evaluation:  Monitor the students as they find the contents page in their books.
