
LESSON PLAN – Who Are You?

Objective: The student will identify forms of literature such as biography
Resources:  

Aliki, A Weed is a Flower:  The Story of George Washington Carver
Procedure and Activities: 

1. Display the pictures of famous people, both past and present (at least ten).

2. Ask children to identify as many of the people as possible.

3. Explain that a book written about a famous person, written by someone else, is called a “biography”.

4. Point out the biography shelves in the library.

5. Read aloud the biography, A Weed is a Flower:  The Story of George Washington Carver by Aliki.

6. Assign children to write a brief biography about their favorite person complete with drawings and/or photographs.  Writings should be bound in covers to resemble books.

7. Collect the children’s biographies and place them in the biography section with a colorful explanatory sign entitled “Some Interesting People to Meet”.

Teacher/Library Media Specialist Collaboration:  Ask the classroom teacher if the students may complete their biographies in the classroom because there will not be enough time to complete this assignment in the library. Ask the teachers to also send home notes requesting pictures of the children.
Evaluation:   The completed biographies.
