

Objective: The student will compare and contrast modern folk and fairy tales with traditional ones.

Materials:  

1. Rapunzel  by Grimm Brothers

2. Rapunzel  by Zalinsky

3. Video - “The Practical Princess”, 10261, 23 min., BARR.

Procedure/Instruction: 

1. Explain to children that traditional folk and fairy tales were passed by word of mouth from one generation to the next.  There was not one author.  The Grimm Borthers collected many of these stories but they did not write them.  The first author of modern fairy tales is generally recognized to be Hans Christian Andersen.

2. Tell the students they are going to listen to three fairy tale stories about princesses.  The first one is the traditional story of Rapunzel, the second is the new version of Rapunzel by Zalinsky, and the third is the story of The Practical Princess by Jay Williams.

3. After listening to the stories ask the students to compare and contrast the princesses in all three stories.  Rapunzel was rescued by a prince.  The practical princess rescued the prince.  Also compare the two different versions of Rapunzel.

Closure/Evaluation:  Use a Venn diagram to show the similarities and the differences in the stories.

Teacher/Library Media Specialist Collaboration:  Ask the teacher to let the students listen to the stories in class and discuss them.  In the library,  have the students share what they learned about the stories and their differences.
