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Franklin Goes to School
Objective:  The student will be introduced to the familiar storybook character, Franklin.  TLW be able to relate and make connections with the text.
Materials:

· Books, Franklin Goes to School, and, Franklin va a la escuela.
· Franklin Puppet
· Tiger Puppet
· CD’s with familiar songs.
Procedure/Instruction:

· Welcome students to Farias Early Childhood Center using tiger puppet.  Explain that they are now Farias Little Tigers.
· Sing familiar songs in English and Spanish 

· Read Franklin Goes to School

· Using the Franklin puppet, have students tell what they liked most about the story.

· Play a name game, by rolling a ball to the child and ask them to say their name.  They can roll the ball to the next child, etc.  
· Take a tour of the school, including the library.

Closure/Evaluation:   Children can go on a tour of the school, or go to see the library.
Comments:  Other books about going to school would work as well.  Bringing additional stuffed animals might help children feel comfortable in school.
