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Mr. Wiggles at the Library
Objective:  The student will be able to follow classroom rules, listen to a book being read aloud, and gain information about the library.
Materials:

· Mr. Wiggle’s Library by Carol Thompson
· Pompoms

· Glue

· Picture of Mr. Wiggle

· Small dishes for glue

Procedure/Instruction:

· Introduce library rules, and library chant.

· Read the book, Mr. Wiggle’s Library.
· Model how to glue the pompoms to the picture of Mr. Wiggle.

· Children will make their own Mr. Wiggle to remember what the library is all about.  

· Introduce the “Reading Center.”  Model how to look at a book by turning the pages and being very careful.  Allow children to choose a book and sit in the story time area/reading center.

Closure/Evaluation:   Children can show their art work to the class.
Comments:  Sing favorite/familiar songs to keep children engaged.
