Feel Good
Objective:  The students will be able to find locations of books in the library.  TLW see examples of an author’s work.
Materials:

· Rules Chart
· Library Chant Poster

· Icons of popular topics in the library

· www.shelleypaul.com/animals.html
· Reading Makes Me Feel Good, by Todd Parr

· Power Point Presentation of Todd Parr

· Old books

· Chart Paper

· Shelf Markers

Procedure/Instruction:

· Do Library Chant and Review Library Rules
· Show the website/online book at www.shelleypaul.com/animals.html
· Show old books, and discuss proper handling and care of books.
· Play “Find the Genre Icon” game, where kids will look for pictures of objects and find books that fit that theme.

· Model and practice taking books off the shelf using a shelf marker.

· Discuss who an author is.  Show Todd Parr Power Point and website, if there is time

· Read, Reading Makes Me Feel Good.
· Brainstorm and record on chart paper where children like to read.  

· Some children will play a game and others will choose a book.

Closure/Evaluation:   Librarian will observe how children use shelf markers to choose books.
