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The Little Polar Bear
Objective:  The student will be able to practice the alphabet and become better oriented with the location of materials in the library.  TLW be introduced to Alexandria to learn how to locate specific materials and information within the library.
Materials:

· The book, The Little Polar Bear, by Hans de Beer
· Storytelling mat for The Little Polar Bear
· Alphabet chart

· Computers with Alexandria Researcher

· Library Centers

Procedure/Instruction:

· Review the library rules, parts of a book, directionality of print, author/illustrator’s roles, etc.
· Show the book, The Little Polar Bear, and relate it to winter and the arctic

· Do a storytelling of The Little Polar Bear.
· Have the students sing the ABC song in English or Spanish

· Model how to use Alexandria Researcher to find out about certain topics.  Do several examples, and then solicit responses from the students of topics to research.

Closure/Evaluation:   Students will use the library centers, while others check in and out books.
Comments:  Allow students and teachers to continue to ask for information on Alex. Researcher
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TEKS:LA-Use multiple sources to locate information that addresses inquiry needs.
